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It’s a Question of Priorities!
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	1. Measure E/G (misallocated portion)
	$5 million/year

	2. Payments on the State Loan
	$6 million/year



	3. Salaries for Excessive Administrators
	80 x $125,000 = $10 million/year


	4. Fines for violating state Ed Code
	$1 million/year



	5. Benchmark testing / test coaching


	Up to $10 million/year

	6. Outsourcing costs: coaching, professional development consultants and presentations, new teacher recruitment and subsidization 
	At least $5 million/year


Oakland Unified has gotten over 20% in COLA since 2002, yet District employees have received less than 1%!
Notes:

1. Parcel Tax Measure E/G – total revenues of $20 million annually, of which at least $5 million/year has been misallocated.

2. Under the state takeover, OUSD went from an alleged deficit of $37 million in 2003 to a state debt of $100 million currently. The state should suspend loan payments since they took state control to “fix financial problems” and instead made them worse!
3. An audit of OUSD showed 78 excess administrators in 2006–2007 (in excess of 8 administrators per 100 teachers)

4. OUSD is fined about $1 million/year for violations. The money goes to the state – even though the state was responsible for the violations under the state takeover!

5. Money wasted on technology alone comes to well over $5 million/year (Example: Edusoft cost approximately $20 million four years ago. This was an unnecessary expense since schools had multiple Scantron machines which were reliable and easy to use.)  In addition, the expenses include developing tests, validating questions, producing / distributing tests, administering tests, scoring / assessing tests, analyzing test results, “gaming the test / “teaching to the test”, developing and presenting professional development on how to teach to the test, additional technology for testing: hardware and software.

6. This reflects a steady reliance on outside consultants, when there is a wealth of expertise within our own teaching ranks!
